Ordinance No. 08-13
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF THE NEW BERLIN CODE OF ORDINANCES PERTAINING TO PARKING OF SEMITRAILERS AND CERTAIN OTHER VEHICLES
WHEREAS, the corporate authorities of the Village of New Berlin have proposed several amendments to the Zoning Chapter of the Code of Ordinances of the Village of New Berlin pertaining to parking of semitrailers and certain other vehicles; 
WHEREAS, after public notice in the New Berlin Bee and a public hearing conducted on August 28, 2008, the Zoning Board of Appeals considered the proposed change to the Zoning Chapter and recommended approval to the Village Board of the proposed changes with modifications, and the modifications have been incorporated into this Ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF NEW BERLIN, SANGAMON COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1:
Section  40-1-4 of the Village of New Berlin Code of Ordinances, which contains definitions pertaining to Chapter 40 (Zoning), is amended by the addition of the following definition:

SEMITRAILER   “Semitrailer” has the same meaning as in the Illinois Vehicle Code, and means every vehicle without motive power, other than a pole trailer, designed for carrying persons or property and for being drawn by  a motor vehicle and so constructed that some part of its weight and that of its load rests upon or is carried by another vehicle.

SECOND DIVISION VEHICLE
“Second Division Vehicle” has the same definition as in the Illinois Motor Vehicle Code: Those motor vehicles which are designed for carrying more than 10 persons, those motor vehicles designed or used for living quarters, those motor vehicles which are designed for pulling or carrying freight, cargo or implements of husbandry, and those motor vehicles designed for carrying 10 or fewer persons which have been remodeled for use and used as Second Division Vehicles.
 
B-TRUCK
“B-Truck” is a vehicle with an Illinois B-Truck license plate, or an unlicensed vehicle which, if licensed in Illinois, would qualify for an Illinois B-Truck license plate as a Second Division Vehicle weighing 8,000 pounds or less.


RECREATIONAL VEHICLE
“Recreational vehicle” has the same definition as in the Illinois Motor Vehicle Code:  Every camping trailer, motor home, mini motor home, travel trailer, truck camper or van camper used primarily for recreational purposes and not used commercially nor owned by a commercial business.

TRUCK TRACTOR
“Truck Tractor” has the same definition as in the Illinois Motor Vehicle Code:  Every motor vehicle designed and used primarily for drawing other vehicles and not so constructed as to carry a load other than a part of the weight of the vehicle and load so drawn.  A Truck Tractor licensed in Illinois has an Illinois truck tractor license plate.
SECTION 2:
Section 40-2-8 of the Village of New Berlin Code of Ordinances, which pertains to off street parking, is amended to state as follows:

40-2-8  OFF-STREET PARKING.  

A.
For one-family dwellings or two-family dwellings in the “R” district, at least one paved off-street parking space per dwelling unit shall be provided on the site of each dwelling.  For agricultural uses, at least one unpaved off-street  parking place shall be provided. For other permitted uses, paved off-street parking spaces shall be provided as may be prescribed by the Board of Appeals. 
B.
In residential zones, no semitrailer, whether attached to a Truck Tractor or unattached, may be parked on a zoning lot except when actively engaged in loading or unloading household goods or the unloading of  materials to be used for the construction of improvements on the lot. No semitrailer may be used for storage.
C.
No Second Division Vehicle other than a B-Truck, a Truck Tractor licensed to the owner or lessee of the lot and not attached to a semitrailer, or a Recreational Vehicle, may be parked on a lot in the “R” district.
D.
Except where the primary use of the zoning lot is agricultural, no Second Division Vehicle other than a B-Truck, a Truck Tractor licensed to the owner or lessee of the lot and not attached to a semitrailer, or Recreational Vehicle may be parked anywhere on any lot in the “R” district other than on a paved off-street parking place.
E.
No person parking a vehicle in the “R” district may run its motor or the motor of any auxiliary power supply or refrigeration unit for more than 15 continuous minutes within a 6 hour period.
SECTION 3:
Section 24-6-5 of the New Berlin Code of Ordinances is amended to state as follows:

24-6-5  
PARKING ON PUBLIC STREETS IN 

​


RESIDENTIAL ZONES.  

A.
For purposes of this section:

 
“Semitrailer”, “Second Division Vehicle” “Recreational Vehicle” “Truck Tractor” and “B-Truck” have the same meanings as in Section 40-1-4 of this Code of Ordinances.  

B.
It shall be unlawful to park any semitrailer or Second Division Vehicle other than a B-truck or Truck Tractor on any public street in an area of the Village zoned residential, except when engaged in loading or unloading  of household goods or the unloading of  materials to be used for  the construction of improvements on an adjacent lot.

C. 
It shall be unlawful at any time to park any Recreational Vehicle on any public street in an area of the Village zoned residential.
SECTION 4:
This ordinance is effective upon its passage,  approval and publication as required by law.  The clerk shall publish this ordinance in pamphlet form and see to its inclusion in the next update of the Village of New Berlin Code of Ordinances.
